We are attempting to eradicate 
unacceptable behavior in order to make the game of bridge more 
enjoyable for all.  

If a player at the table behaves in an unacceptable manner, the 
director should be called immediately. Annoying behavior, 
embarrassing remarks, or any other conduct which might interfere with 
the enjoyment of the game is specifically prohibited; the director has 
the authority to assess disciplinary penalties.

Top 5 Bridge Monster Myths … Debunked 
Part 5 of 5:  After your RHO opens, you can make a takeout double any time you have an         
opening bid. 

 
Afraid not.  The two calls you can make after your opponent opens, are either an overcall or a take out double. 
An overcall ranges from 7-17 points and shows at least a good five-card suit.  You can also overcall 1 NT with a no-
trump opener and a stopper in the enemy suit. 
A takeout double ranges from an opening hand and up.  You also need shortness in the enemy suit AND support for 
the three unbid suits.  If you make a takeout double an opening bid of one of a minor, you are promising four cards 
in each major suit. If you fail any of these three requirements, you shouldn’t make a takeout double!  So if you 
shouldn’t make a takeout double, and you can’t overcall, what do you bid with your opening hand?  Why, Pass, of 
course!

The Law of Total Tricks    5 + 4  = 9   
 

In a competitive auction where everyone is bidding, the points are usually spread out around the table.  So how will 
you know whether to take another bid or not?  You might as well just throw your high card points out with the 

trash.  Your decision should be based on the number of trump you and your partner have.  It will NOT be based on 
HCP. 
Let the Law of Total Tricks guide you in competitive auctions.  You might still try to buy the bid at a low level, but 
you may take the push to a higher level of you have extra trump.  With nine trumps you should be willing to bid to 
the three level, contracting to take nine tricks.   
With ten trumps between you and partner, you should be willing to contract to take ten tricks, bidding to the four 
level.   
Use the Law in competitive auctions and when you expect the auction to become competitive.  Even if the opponents 
haven’t bid yet, you can use the Law with a weak hand to jump up the auction, with a weak freak raise.  This will 
keep the opponents from competing comfortably. 
In non-competitive auctions, you must use the strength of your hand to determine if you should bid higher.   
Trust in the Law.  It’s actually quite remarkable when you start using it.  No more anxiety, wondering whether or not 
you should bid, pass or double. If you trust the Law, it will tell you what to do.

The deck has 40 HCP, so start with the equation: N+S+E+W = 40. Since N=S+E and W=N+E, substitution produces: 3S+4E = 40, which has 
four integer solutions: S=12 E=1; S=8 E=4; S=4 E=7; S=0 E=10. The first two do not satisfy the condition that East has more HCP than South, 
and the last (S=0) is rejected because it gives North the same total as East. Hence, South has 4 HCP, East 7, North 11 and West 18.
